Editor’s Thoughts:  The Importance of 
Keeping and Maintaining Records.

A few months ago, I volunteered (or was volun-
teered) to work on a program for the 50th anniver-
sary party.  I received a copy of the 25th anniversary 
program to use as a guide.  I reviewed the program 
and decided that I would make a 50th anniversary 
edition of the Mad-Spec. 
 
The theme of the anniversary issue would be to up-
date the chapter history.  After all, how hard could 
that be?  I already had a history of the first 25 years.   
All I needed to add was the last 25 years. 
 
The first place to start was the chapter’s collection of 
Mad-Specs.  After all, Tom Irvin gave them to me a 
few years ago, and I have been religiously adding to 
the collection since.  Unfortunately, the chapter’s 
collection is not complete.  We have copies of all of 
the newsletters from 1990 to present, we have a 
large portion of the early 1970’s, a few issues from 
the 1960’s, and scattered issues from the 1980’s.  It 
is the largest known collection of newsletters.  How-
ever, as you can see it has some gaps. 
 
Fortunately, Steve Schatz and Al Martinson, also 
have large collections of newsletters.  Between the 
three of us, we did manage to locate newsletters 
covering the last 25 years. 
 
Steve and I both reviewed as many newsletters as 
we could find, and made notes of potentially news-
worthy items.  I then took all of these notes and tried  
trim it down to the items that seemed to be of histori-
cal significance.  The hard part was determining 
what happened and when it happened.  Steve and I 
would find a note in either board minutes or a presi-
dent’s column, but we could not determine if the item 
was just discussed, or if it was officially enacted. 
 
We also communicated with some long time chapter 
members via e-mail, and received more anecdotal 
information than hard facts.  Which brings me to the 
point of this column, KEEPING RECORDS.  This 
exercise pointed out the importance of keeping re-
cords and maintaining good records.  
 
A few months ago, I made a suggestion to another 
CSI member.  I described my system for keeping 
track of my professional history, and I suggested 
that they implement a similar system.  Now I am 
making this same suggestion to the chapter. 
 
As a chapter, we should update the chapter history 
when things happen.  Also, we should take more 
pictures at chapter events, and we should keep 
these items in a format that is easily passed along to 
future chapter leaders. 
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
