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The Prez Sez....

What a way to kick off the New Year.

Our January meeting was a big hit. We
had nearly 60 people in attendance, and
that is about all that Great Dane could
hold. We definitely need to include AlA in
more of our meetings. It was great hav-
ing such a pool of people to give feed-
back during our discussion. | would like
to give a huge thanks to Daniel Hughes
of Excel Engineering for the great pres-
entation. It's good to see that modeling
software such as Revit is being used
successfully for projects of all sizes. It
was also interesting to learn about the
free viewer software Navisworks from
Autodesk. It will allow anyone (especially
Owners and Contractors) to view DWF
files (somewhat like PDF files) of the
model and be able to read the informa-
tion behind the drawings.

So, shortly after | submitted December’s
column where | mentioned having a job, |
found myself laid off again. So, | started
doing some spec consulting again. As a
part of this effort, | decided to check out
BSD Speclink’s new Speclink-E and their
software Linkman-E for linking Revit
models and specifications for an actual
Building Information Model. The one
problem I ran in to is that you need to
have Revit on your computer in order to
create the links. For a consulting speci-
fier, this could be a challenge. Fortu-
nately, | was able to download a free 30
day trial of Revit. Once | downloaded all
the software and figured out how to con-
nect Revit to Speclink, it was fairly easy
to create links between the objects in the
model and the specification information.
In fact, any standard Revit objects were
already linked to their respective product
and specification section in Speclink E. It
really is exciting to see software catching
up to some of the promises that BIM of-
fers.

One thing that | came to realize several
months ago is that anyone who thinks
BIM will lead to the end of the specifier
couldn’t be further from the truth. In fact,
like many other authors have written
lately, it will merely change the tools we
use. In most architectural firms, the per-
son most qualified to monitor and control
the “I" in BIM is going to be their specifier.
The only thing | see disappearing is the
office master in MS Word or WordPer-
fect. Soon it will simply be built in a data-
base that can be accessed and modified
faster and easier than any word process-
ing document.

While trying to find the trial offer for Auto-
desk Revit 2010, | ran across an interest-
ing offer. The Autodesk Assistance Pro-
gram is available to people in the archi-
tecture and engineering fields that have
lost their jobs. If you qualify, you can get
free software licenses to 18 programs
including AutoCad and Revit. You will
also have access to free online courses
and discounts on classroom training. Go
to http://autodesk.com/assistance to learn
more. This offer was extended to March
31, 2010. License terms range from 90
days to 13 months.

Several months ago | wrote about the
social networking site www.LinkedIn.com.
As | build my list of connections and
spend some time learning about the site,
I am finding that this is a great way to
stay in touch with people. For the Janu-
ary CSI/AIA meeting | posted the event
on LinkedIn and invited people to attend.
It worked well and | think it could help us
share Chapter information especially
about upcoming meetings and other
events. | would like to invite everyone in
our Chapter to join and invite me to your
network of connections. | will also start
inviting people directly as | have time.

competition, we

had a

“specification

comparison”? Something a little lighter,
for a change, but still productive and in-
teresting!

Mad-Spec
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I think this would really be both helpful
and educational for all, since we all do
not write our specs in exactly the same
way. This is due in part to the require-
ments of our clients [public versus private
versus governmental, etc.]. In addition,
much of it has to do with our philosophy,
our direction and our opinions.

Also, we need to understand that rela-
tively few of us ever are sued [is that a
mark of success?] and when so engaged,
it is usually over some non-technical
wording [attorneys love to twist words,
meanings and intentions to their clients
benefit, which makes suits unfair chal-
lenges to us, being basically non-legal as
we are]. Failure, for whatever reason,
usually is not related to bad selections
and directions, but toward improper in-
stallation, or manufacturing shortcom-
ings.

From various discussions, we can see
that there are mind boggling, vast and
diverse arrays of resources and refer-
ence material that any one of us has at
our disposal and in which we have confi-
dence. Recent example-- Did you ever
hear of, or see SDI 127J-04 in their Tech-
nical Data Series Industry Alert? Whoa!!!
Here is really deep and interesting “stuff”
not all that obvious or apparent except to
the deep and highly dedicated re-
searcher. Most of us tend to run the hell
out of “Search” in an effort to pick up any
tid-bit that is appropriate or useful to our

cause, circumstance or problem.

For all its good directions, programs and
intentions, we all have not been corralled
into “doing it the CSI way”-- in general
principles perhaps, but not in all detail.
We don't use the same fonts; we don'’t
use the same wording; we don't express
our requirements in precisely the same
manner [nor do we need to]; we tend to
re-use products that have been success-
ful for us in the past, but which are not
universal with us all; our products are
about as individual as our fingerprints, or
the proverbial dissimilar snowflakes! It
would just be interesting to see how we
formulate, compile and present our specs
[as opposed to just how we do-- or
should—uwrite them].

It would be neat [they still say that?] to
see what others do-- don’t you think? Or
don't you give a whip-stitch about this?
Maybe it's just me, but | like to see,
glean, crib and steal what others do that
makes me and my work better. | have
some “heroes” and “heroines” in this
business [NO list will ever be released!!!]
and have come to admire [and often am
amazed] what others do. Granted our
practice is different from many, but then
isn't your practice different too?

I think a display along with a forum for a
nice, civil, non-opinioned, non-
judgmental, non-pompous comparison of
products [with some quiet discussion]
could be beneficial and profitable to
many of us. | do realize some have
reached their optimized plateau and care
to go no place else, but some of us, |
think, always like to peek over the fence
to see what's going on elsewhere in our
world. Well, just a thought-- more than
likely will never occur........... but, then,
who knows?

Hey! Wait! | think we can pull this off! |
don't perceive that we are so parochial or
closeted or secretive to not allow others
to see our work. Our discussions and
sharing show we are open; we love to
learn new things; and we are willing—
always—to chip in and help others. OK!
Just say where and when!

How about a tabletop display at the 2010
SHOW?; examples from various offices
for viewing; only to see what others do!
Might learn something [know | will]. No
critiques involved, as we are not in com-

petition to see who is closest to CSI crite-
ria; looking at other aspects of work--
appearance, fonts, formatting, colors,
styles, information, presentation tech-
nigues, etc. other than technical content!

Why not? | bet there’ll be some real
doozies, innovations and great insight!
See you and your example there!
